Dear Forest Products Operator: 
 
Enclosed is your application for a calendar year 2016 Maryland Forest Product Operators (FPO) license. Our office is 
required to administer this regulation according to Title 5, Section 608, Annotated Code of Maryland. Please be sure to 
check the box at the top of the application indicating whether yours is a renewal or new application. 
 
Governor Hogan mandated we return the cost of the FPO license to $20 for the calendar year. Please remember to 
report the estimated volume of forest products you harvested or sold in the preceding calendar year. (This obviously 
does not apply to new applicants.)  Applications without this information shall be rejected and returned to sender. 
 
Some of you will be contacted in the coming months and asked to participate in survey of your wood purchasing and 
processing during the past year. This survey was last conducted in 2008 and is used by a lot of people for a lot of good 
reasons. The survey is designed to be completely confidential. Never once has anyone ever claimed that their information 
was compromised, and it never will because of the way the survey is designed. If you’re chosen to participate, please do. 
 
EAB quarantine now covers the entire State of Maryland. This means there is no longer any restrictions on moving ash 
products within the State. However, Delaware is not quarantined, and therefore no uncertified ash products can enter 
Delaware from Maryland. Pennsylvania continues to disallow firewood of any species from Maryland.
